The Obedient Official

This week we learn about the trust and
faith a government official had in Jesus’
ability to heal his sick son. He must have
known beforehand that Jesus was a very
special person. He believed that Jesus
spoke the truth when He told him that his
son would live.

So what can we learn from this story?

We can trust Jesus with our lives, we are
very precious to Him and He wants us to
develop our faith in Him, and to become
the people Jesus wants us to be. Jesus
longs to encounter people and invites
them to have a relationship with Him.

How many times do we miss out be-
cause we don't fully trust God, especially
at times when we think ‘our way' is better
or easier, and we only come to God with
our prayers for help when our personal
situation becomes critical?
