| don't think we will fully understand the
meaning of the trinity — God the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit until we reach
Heaven. A simple way | try to understand
it, is to think of water (or H20) that can
exist in 3 states, liquid, steam or ice, yet it
is the same compound.
