Submit to God

Today's reading contrasts Ungodly
behaviour (the effects of which are well
known such as quarrelling, warring with
each other, serving self first and being
envious of others), with Godly behaviour
of being willing to serve and to be humble
with each other.

James sums up succinctly why today's
world is in such a mess. But we have a
choice - we can choose to serve God and
be willing for Him to teach us how to live,
or to live a life totally separate from God.
What we can't have is to have our cake
and to eat it, in other words to have the
best of both worlds.

However we are to live our lives in this
world, bringing God's love, peace and
harmony to others. Yes, we will make
mistakes, but when we say sorry to God
and mean it when we mess things up, He
will forgive us.

So let God be in charge of our lives, and
don't meddle in the lives of other people.
We do have the opportunity of telling
people what is our hope in this topsy-
turvy world, if people see the changes in
our behaviour, and start to ask questions
as to why we're different.
